Dear Parents and Carers,

Welcome back! We hope you all had a restful half-term.
Here are a few reminders at the beginning of our new term.

MORNING SCHOOL DROP OFF: The children can be dropped off at school at 8.35am when the side gate is opened and closed at 8.45am. The children are now independent in putting their own book bag and water bottles in the correct places and can hang their coats on pegs. If you have a quick message about your child, please speak to us at the gate or if you need to speak to me for longer please see me at the end of school when time is not so limited, or make an appointment.

HOME TIME: Please make sure that you inform one of the Reception team if someone different and unfamiliar is picking up your child. This applies to your children going on playdates with their friends too. 
PE: Every Monday and Thursday the children will be having PE. Please ensure they have their kit in school. It is vital the children develop the skills to get dressed and undressed independently. Long hair must be tied back and earrings must be removed. If earrings can’t be taken out please let us know and we can supply tape to cover them.

LOST CLOTHING: We encourage the children to put their jumpers in their trays. We work hard to teach the children to look after things. Please name everything including PE kit! Good places to look for lost items: lost property bin, in the bike shed, or on the shelf in the bike shed. If it is named, it is usually returned if someone accidentally takes it home.

OUTDOOR LEARNING: We spend a lot of time outdoors in all weathers. Please make sure your child has a warm, waterproof coat. Forest School activities will continue to take place on Tuesday afternoons. The children need to come to school dressed in old home clothes every Tuesday and to bring in NAMED wellies. Please ensure that your child has indoor shoes that they can put on and do up themselves.

WATER: Children are encouraged to bring in a named water bottle each day, this should be filled with water only.

Phonics/Reading: Please continue to support your child with reading daily and feel free to comment in the reading diary. If you are having difficulty engaging your child in reading at home please come and see me and I will be able to offer support.

TOPIC: This term we will be ‘Come outside!’ Please see the attached topic overview. If any of your family members have any spare equipment for our garden centre in our outdoor area eg. pots, seeds, plants, please let us know :)
